The Smoochie – The lip balm that really relieves dry, chapped skin

The Smoochie is an all-natural lip balm designed to relieve dry, chapped skin. It is made with beeswax, grape seed oil, calendula infused sunflower oil, and a special skin-healing blend of organic, essential oils including lavandin (a hybrid of the English lavender plant which produces an essential oil with healing qualities similar to that of lavender), rosewood and sandalwood. The Smoochie does not contain sunscreen, chemical stabilizers or unnatural ingredients.

I developed The Smoochie after completing certification training in Holistic Aromatherapy. Within this program I learned what essential oils have therapeutic actions which heal the skin at a cellular level. After years of using over-the-counter lip balms which never solved the problem of chapped lips, I began to suspect that the ingredients were not truly addressing the condition and hoped I could do better. From there I set out to create a product that would effectively address chapped, dry lips. The result was The Smoochie. Each tube is 0.15 ounces and retails for about $3.00 each.

Not only are the essential oils in this product targeted to heal the skin, the calendula-infused sunflower oil assists in this same focus. The calendula (or marigold) plant is known for its skin-healing properties. Calendula infused oil is made from soaking the plant in sunflower oil for eight weeks. 
The healing qualities of the plant are infused into the sunflower oil while it soaks. After eight weeks, the plant material is strained off, leaving healing herbally-infused oil. This is what gives The Smoochie its golden yellow color. There are also grape seed oil and beeswax for softening and protecting the skin from the harsh elements of Rochester weather. A winning combination for anyone with dry, chapped lips !
The Smoochie also addresses dry skin around the cuticles. I suggest having a tube that you use solely for your hands. Apply The Smoochie around the cuticles each night before bed and look for improvement in the dry cracked skin that can result in these areas that often suffer overuse and exposure to the elements.  
A note on product improvement: 

We are experimenting with a product improvement concerning The Smoochie – shrink wrap to protect the label. 

There is a perforation in the shrink wrap at the base of the cap. To release the cap from the shrink wrap, grasp the cap tightly with one hand and the rest of the tube tightly with the other hand.

Twist HARD and the perforation should break along the cap line, leaving the shrink wrap on the tube and releasing the cap. Then enjoy this superior product with my blessings, 
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
